READINGS 

First Reading  

Prov 8:22-23,30-36 

The LORD created me at the beginning of his work, the first of his 

acts of long ago. Ages ago I was set up, at the first, before the begin-

ning of the earth. Then I was beside him, like a master worker; 

and I was daily his delight, rejoicing before him always, rejoicing in 

his inhabited world and delighting in the human race. 

‘And now, my children, listen to me: happy are those who keep my 

ways. Hear instruction and be wise, and do not neglect it. 

Happy is the one who listens to me, watching daily at my gates, 

waiting beside my doors. For whoever finds me finds life and obtains 

favor from the LORD; but those who miss me injure themselves; all 

who hate me love death.’ 

 

 

Second Reading 

1 Cor 2:1-10 

Brothers and sisters, 

When I came to you, I did not come proclaiming the mystery of God 

to you in lofty words or wisdom. For I decided to know nothing 

among you except Jesus Christ, and him crucified. And I came to 

you in weakness and in fear and in much trembling. My speech and 

my proclamation were not with plausible words of wisdom, but with 

a demonstration of the Spirit and of power, so that your faith might 

rest not on human wisdom but on the power of God. 

Yet among the mature we do speak wisdom, though it is not a wis-

dom of this age or of the rulers of this age, who are doomed to perish. 

But we speak God’s wisdom, secret and hidden, which God decreed 

before the ages for our glory. None of the rulers of this age under-

stood this; for if they had, they would not have crucified the Lord of 

glory. But, as it is written, “What no eye has seen, nor ear heard, nor 

the human heart conceived, what God has prepared for those who 

love him” — these things God has revealed to us through the Spirit; 

for the Spirit searches everything, even the depths of God.

John 14:21-27 

Jesus said, “They who have my commandments and keep them are 

those who love me; and those who love me will be loved by my Fa-

ther, and I will love them and reveal myself to them.” Judas (not 

Iscariot) said to him, “Lord, how is it that you will reveal yourself to 

us, and not to the world?” Jesus answered him, “Those who love me 

will keep my word, and my Father will love them, and we will come 

to them and make our home with them. Whoever does not love me 

does not keep my words; and the word that you hear is not mine, but 

is from the Father who sent me.”
