READINGS 

First Reading  

Wis 7:7-15 

Therefore I prayed, and understanding was given me; I called on God, and 

the spirit of wisdom came to me. I preferred her to scepters and thrones, 

and I accounted wealth as nothing in comparison with her. Neither did I 

liken to her any priceless gem, because all gold is but a little sand in her 

sight, and silver will be accounted as clay before her. I loved her more than 

health and beauty, and I chose to have her rather than light, because her 

radiance never ceases. All good things came to me along with her, and in 

her hands uncounted wealth. I rejoiced in them all, because wisdom leads 

them; but I did not know that she was their mother. I learned without 

guile and I impart without grudging; I do not hide her wealth, for it is an 

unfailing treasure for mortals; those who get it obtain friendship with God, 

commended for the gifts that come from instruction. 

 

Second Reading 

2 Cor 11:21-30 

Brothers and Sisters, 

To my shame, I must say, we were too weak for that! But whatever any-

one dares to boast of — I am speaking as a fool — I also dare to boast of 

that. Are they Hebrews? So am I. Are they Israelites? So am I. Are they 

descendants of Abraham? So am I. Are they ministers of Christ? I am talk-

ing like a madman — I am a better one: with far greater labors, far more 

imprisonments, with countless floggings, and often near death. Five times 

I have received from the Jews the forty lashes minus one. Three times I 

was beaten with rods. Once I received a stoning. Three times I was ship-

wrecked; for a night and a day I was adrift at sea; on frequent journeys, in 

danger from rivers, danger from bandits, danger from my own people, dan-

ger from Gentiles, danger in the city, danger in the wilderness, danger at 

sea, danger from false brothers and sisters; in toil and hardship, through 

many a sleepless night, hungry and thirsty, often without food, cold and 

naked. And, besides other things, I am under daily pressure because of my 

anxiety for all the churches. Who is weak, and I am not weak? Who is 

made to stumble, and I am not indignant? If I must boast, I will boast of 

the things that show my weakness. 

 

 

Gospel 

Mt 16:13-20 

Now when Jesus came into the district of Caesarea Philippi, he asked his 

disciples, “Who do people say that the Son of Man is?” And they said, 

“Some say John the Baptist, but others Elijah, and still others Jeremiah or 

one of the prophets.” He said to them, “But who do you say that I am?” 

Simon Peter answered, “You are the Messiah, the Son of the living God.” 

And Jesus answered him, “Blessed are you, Simon son of Jonah! For flesh 

and blood has not revealed this to you, but my Father in heaven. And I 

tell you, you are Peter, and on this rock I will build my church, and the 

gates of Hades will not prevail against it. I will give you the keys of the 

kingdom of heaven, and whatever you bind on earth will be bound in heav-

en, and whatever you loose on earth will be loosed in heaven.” Then he 

sternly ordered the disciples not to tell anyone that he was the Messiah.
